DIRECTIONS to Trap Pond SP from Rehoboth area.
Proceed on Rt. 24 West through Millsboro to intersection with Rt. 113.  
Proceed through intersection and continue on Rt. 24/30 to Laurel Rd. (Rt 24)
Proceed approx. 6 miles, turn left onto Trap Pond Road.  (watch for State
Park sign on right side of road before left turn, also use caution as road sign
is blocked by a tree on side of the road)



Proceed about a mile. You will see sign on left for park office, then a sign on
left for boat launch.  Continue across crossway over dam and turn left onto
second left turn.  There is a per car park fee of $3.    Pontoon Boat leaves
from the Boat House.

DIRECTIONS to Trap Pond SP from Bethany area. 
Proceed on Rt. 26 West to Dagsboro.  In center of town at light. Turn left
following Rt. 26.  Proceed to intersection with Rt. 113.  
Proceed through intersection and continue on Nine Foot Road.  
Proceed to end of Nine Foot Road and turn right onto (Rt 30) Millsboro
Hwy. 
Proceed about a ¾ mile and turn Left onto (Rt 24) Laurel Rd.
Proceed approx. 6 miles, turn left onto Trap Pond Road.  (watch for State
Park sign on right side of road before left turn, also use caution as road sign
is blocked by a tree on side of the road)
Proceed about a mile. You will see sign on left for park office, then a sign on
left for boat launch.
